1. WARRANTY

1a. WARRANTY OF CONFORMITY AT TIME OF SALE

ROADMASTER, Inc. warrants that at the time of sale of this product it will be free from defects in material
and manufacture and will conform to ROADMASTER'’S specifications for the product.

1b. CONDITIONAL ONE-YEAR WARRANTY

In addition to the preceding time-of-sale warranty, ROADMASTER will provide an additional warranty that
for a period of one year after sale the product will remain in good working order, PROVIDED THAT the product
is installed and maintained in accordance with ROADMASTER'’S instructions and is not subjected to: (a)
alteration or unauthorized repairs or repairs by anyone other than ROADMASTER or a ROADMASTER-
authorized service center, (b) misuse, abuse, commercial use, or improper maintenance, (c) Acts of God
(including without limitation hurricanes, tornadoes, floods, or other severe weather or natural phenomena),
(d) failures due to products not supplied by ROADMASTER, or (e) other treatments, uses, or installations for
which the product was not intended. This warranty extends only to the first retail purchaser-consumer of the
product and is not transferable.

2. DISCLAIMER OF OTHER WARRANTIES

The preceding warranties are the exclusive and sole express warranties given by ROADMASTER. They
supersede any prior, contrary or additional representations, whether oral or written. No agent, representative,
dealer or employee has the authority to alter or increase the obligations or limitations of this warranty. Any
implied warranties, including the WARRANTY OF MERCHANTABILITY and any WARRANTY OF FITNESS
FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE, are limited in duration to thirty days or the term of the applicable express
warranty provided above, whichever is longer.

Some states do not allow limitations on how long an implied warranty lasts, so the above limitation may
not apply to you.

3. EXCLUSIVE REMEDY FOR ANY NONCONFORMITIES

If during the applicable Warranty Period, the product does not conform to the preceding Warranties, notify
ROADMASTER as provided below, and within a reasonable time ROADMASTER will provide, at its option,
one of the following: (1) replacement components for any nonconforming or defective product or components
or (2) the percentage of the purchase price for the nonconforming product equal to the percentage of the
Warranty Period remaining when ROADMASTER is notified of the nonconformity. ROADMASTER will, at its
option, (a) use new and/or reconditioned parts in performing warranty repairs and making replacement prod-
ucts, (b) use parts or products of original or improved design in the repair or replacement. If ROADMASTER
repairs or replaces a product, its warranty continues for the remaining portion of the original Warranty Period
or 60 days from the date of the return shipment to the customer, whichever is greater. All replaced products
and all parts removed from repaired products become the property of ROADMASTER. ROADMASTER will
not provide, and will not be liable for, labor, costs of removal or reinstallation of components, disposal, ship-
ping, freight, taxes, or other incidental charges.

THESE REMEDIES ARE THE EXCLUSIVE AND SOLE REMEDIES FOR ANY BREACH OF WARRANTY.

For any breach of warranty, the Owner must telephone ROADMASTER at 1-800-669-9690 within thirty
(30) days after discovering the nonconformity. Do not return any product without first calling ROADMASTER
and getting a return authorization number. Returned products must include the return authorization number
and a copy of the original invoice, bill or other proof of the date of purchase. ROADMASTER will authorize
(a) shipment of the product to ROADMASTER or (b) repair or replacement at the nearest warranty service
center—in both cases with shipping at your expense. Do not purchase replacement parts or pay for repair
labor—you will not be reimbursed. Compliance with the requirements of this paragraph is a condition to
coverage under the Warranty: if these requirements are not complied with, ROADMASTER will have no
obligation to provide any remedy for any breach of warranty.

Installation Instructions
1. Gain access to the back of the towed vehicle’s taillight assembly — both the
driver side and the passenger side.

In many vehicles, you can access the taillights by removing the trim panel on
the interior of the vehicle. The taillights of many pickups and SUVs, however, can
only be accessed by unbolting the taillights from the exterior of the vehicle.

Leave all of the existing wiring connected to the taillight assembly.

2. Look for a mounting point for both of the Taillight Wiring Kit sockets, inside
the vehicle’s taillight assemblies. Each socket must be installed beneath a red
lens — do not install the sockets beneath clear or amber lenses.

/1\ WARNING
Unless both sockets are mounted beneath red lenses, the towed vehicle’s
brake light signals will not be red. Drivers behind the towed vehicle will not
be alerted when the motorhome stops, which may cause an accident, result-
ing in property damage, personal injury or even death.

Make certain that there is adequate clearance to fully insert each socket, with
a minimum of 1/4" between the existing lens and the new bulb.

CAUTION
If the new bulb is mounted closer than 1/4" from the existing lens, the
lens will melt and/or discolor.

If there is no mounting point that meets the above conditions, do not install
the Taillight Wiring Kit. Instead, install a Universal Wiring Kit (part number 154)
or Magnetic Tow Lights (part number 2100 or 2120).

each wire entry and set screw indentation — this will help weatherproof the socket
and secure the set screws.

6. If the motorhome does not have the correct wiring socket already, you can
replace it with the new socket for the four-wire cord, and connect the appropriate
wires to the new socket, according to Figure 5.

7. Now, connect the four-wire electrical cord to the motorhome and to the towed
vehicle. Test the towed vehicle’s turn signals, park lights and brake lights to en-
sure they mimic the motorhome’s.

3. After you have found a mounting point for the Taillight Wiring Kit sockets, drill
a circular hole, with a 1" diameter, into each taillight housing.
The hole must be circular, in order to accept the Taillight Wiring Kit socket.
Although a hole saw is adequate for most installations, a Dremel tool, or a
die-grinder, may be necessary if the clearance is tight.

4. Now, fit each Taillight Wiring Kit socket into the 1" holes you drilled. The sock-
ets have a spring-loaded housing, and will “snap” into place.

Verify that both of the sockets are fully seated into the vehicle’s taillight as-
semblies.

5. Cut the molded four-wire connector off one end of the included wiring harness.
Route the wiring harness from the front of the towed vehicle, near the electrical
socket, to the passenger side taillight assembly, then over to the driver side tail-
light assembly.

Avoid lines, hoses, sharp edges, moving parts or “hot” components, such as
the exhaust system, as you route the wire. Where appropriate, use wire ties to
secure the wiring harness.

Note: where sharp edges cannot be avoided, use plastic wire loom (not in-
cluded) to protect the wiring.

If it is necessary to drill a hole to properly route the wiring harness, seal the
hole with a silicone sealant.

6. Split the wiring harness and pull the green wire over to the passenger side.
Cut the green wire to length.

Using the supplied butt connectors, make all of the wiring connections as
shown in Figure 1.

7. Refer to Figure 2 to verify that the molded four-wire connector on the front of

the towed vehicle has been properly connected. -m

If the motorhome is already wired, use a test light to verify that the wiring
matches Figure 2. Rewire, if necessary.

If the motorhome is not wired, install the remaining four-wire flat connector to
wire the motorhome, according to Figure 2.

If the motorhome has separate brake and turn signals (Figure 3), it will be
necessary to install an optional Brite-Lite
Wiring Converter (part number 732).

The installation is complete.

8. Use the provided six-foot electrical
‘patch cord’ (umbilical cord) to connect
the two vehicles’ brake light, turn signal
and park light systems.

9. With the two vehicles ready for tow-
ing, test the lights for proper operation.
In particular, make certain that the brake

If the brake light is not brighter than the park light, remove the bulb, reverse
the ‘pigtail’ connection in the base of the socket, and reinstall the bulb.

Installing the optional four-wire Flexo-Coil cord
Use the instructions below to install an optional Flexo-Coil electrical cord, in
place of the electrical ‘patch cord’ provided in the Taillight Wiring Kit.

1. Wire the vehicle to match the plug, as shown in Figure 4. Apply a silicone
sealant to the wires where they attach to the plug — this will help prevent dam-
age from moisture and corrosion.
